Frances Weddup and Mr. Sandman won the Speed Horses
1.00m class and Claire Howard and her mount Just A Rose kept up their winning ways and won the
Speed Horses 1.10m. The horse jumping 1.00m was won by Jaime Masters and Kir Royale with Michael
Rodrigues and Scooby Doo wrapped up the pre-Christmas show to win the final class of the day, horse
jumping 1.15m.
